The Hitachi Group Website Design Guidelines# (hereinafter the guidelines) are common guidelines that divisions and offices of Hitachi, Ltd., and 
Hitachi Group companies must reference when building a website.
#: These design guidelines are provided in the form of this document and as a downloadable package in HTML format. The term Hitachi Group Website Design Guidelines collectively 
refers to both these formats. In addition, they are called design guidelines as an abbreviation.

2002 A set of formal design rules (the Hitachi Group Website Common Design Format) was established to improve the consistency 
and usability of websites among the Hitachi Group.

October, 2007 The preceding resource was revised, and this process yielded the Hitachi Group Website Design Guidelines intended to help its
users achieve the following:
(1) To control the impression our websites create among our customers, and ensure the consistency of this impression (in 

compliance with HIGIS - now known as the Hitachi Brand Management Rules).
(2) To allow more freedom of expression to adapt to changing trends in website usage.

May, 2014 A revision to the Hitachi Group Identification Standards (now known as the Hitachi Brand Management Rules) in October of 
2013 brought an end to the staging unit and staging system. Their role is now fulfilled by the corporate statement (CS) logo. 
These guidelines were established in response to the revised Hitachi Brand Management Rules, and incorporate a new focus 
on advancing the One Hitachi ethos announced in May of 2014 while also reflecting the latest trends in web design.

October, 2021 In 2020, a full review of existing designs and regulations was conducted based on the latest website trends and an analysis of 
access logs. 
In 2021, a review conducted with the involvement of outside experts led to a simplification of the above-the-fold design and a 
redesign of the header and footer to provide features that improve user convenience. The resulting regulations have a focus on 
usability and provide an even stronger foundation for future business activities.

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1. Positioning of the Guidelines: Summary of changes from past 
internet site design guidelines (October 2021 and earlier)

Key change 1: Rules governing the link destination of the CS logo were eased and the ultraglobal navigation area was removed,
making it less likely visitors will leave the local website.

The following changes were made to better reflect the role of websites as a business tool.

Key change 2: The header now has two tiers instead of three to make it easier to keep relevant information above the fold.

To increase the amount of content displayed above the fold, the header now consists of two tiers instead of three.
The global navigation area has moved from the third tier to the right of the second tier, and the courtesy navigation area was eliminated.

A new support navigation area was established to accommodate the most pressing needs of site visitors. This area appears to the right of the first tier 
of the header, which is an area with a high click-through rate.

An issue with past designs was that the CS logo and ultraglobal navigation area provided a direct route to the Hitachi website at the very top of the 
page, enticing users to leave the local site. To prioritize page views per visit, the new guidelines ease restrictions on the link destination of the CS logo 
and eliminate the ultraglobal navigation area.

Header design prior to October 2021 Current header design

In addition to the Search, Contact Us, Select Region or Language, and Change Language functions, the support navigation area can also feature 
custom links to suit the structure of the site and the nature of the business. Standard icons are provided to ensure a consistent look and feel.

Key change 3: Modules and functions were added to streamline access to information.

• An optional drop-down menu function was added to help site visitors get to the information they want more quickly.
• The global navigation area is now floatable. This optional function makes the global navigation area instantly appear when the user scrolls up after 

scrolling down the page.
• A floating function is also implemented for the hamburger menu displayed on mobile devices.

The following modules and functions were added to give users easier access to the desired information.

Key change 4: The links in the footer were moved to the right side for reasons of usability.

The link menu was moved to the right side where it is easier for site visitors to click, and the unlinked copyright information is now on the left.
To complement the easing of restrictions on the link destination of the CS logo, a link to the Hitachi Global Website was added to the footer.

The master layout is the pattern into which the content area is divided.
In a 4 grid layout, the full width of the page is divided into four segments of equal width, each of which functions as a content area (P46). In a 3+1 grid 
layout, three of those segments function as a content area, with the one remaining segment occupied by the vertical local navigation module (P47).
You can select one of these two layouts as the master layout.
You can also change the 3+1 grid layout to a 3+1 floating grid layout in which the grid segment that provides the vertical local navigation area in a 3+1 grid 
layout floats when the user scrolls up and down.
